19-35 to authorize Supervisor Bono to move monies in the amount of $567.10 from the Aquatic Growth
Money Market and into the general fund checking. Greg Reuter made the motion to adopt the resolution, Jim
Lundrigan 2nd it, roll call vote, 5 votes yes

Bills in the General Account in the amount of $ 19,774.48 and bills in the Highway Account in the amount of
$ 113,314.42 for a total of $ 133,088.90 were audited and approved for payment with a motion made by Patty
Bikowsky, 2™ by Brad Dixon, all in favor, so moved.
